4) UPCOMING COMPETITIONS

EuroBasket 2007 will be held in Chieti, Italy, from September 24 to October 7. 16 teams will participate.
The 5 European teams at 2006 World Championship (Lithuania, Czech Republic, France, Russia and
Spain) have already qualified. Italy, which will host of the competition, is also qualified. The other nations

will have to take part in a qualifying round in September 2006.

The winner of EuroBasket 2007 will be directly qualified for the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing. The 2nd,
3rd, 4th and 5th will have to take part in the pre-Olympic tournament which will be played a few weeks

before the Olympic Games. The first 5 places of this tournament will be qualificative for Beijing.
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
